Here’s a snapshot of some of this past year’s
endeavors...

e We celebrated our 10th year as a rescue organization in September!

e Ran large and small transports to get pets to safety with our partner rescues in
Delaware, Atlanta, Greenville, and Michigan.

e Rescued and adopted out our first rabbit.

e Started a Reactive Dog Training Program/School of Hard Knocks to support the
social skills of those pups in need.

e Held our first open house to bring in new volunteers and fosters as well as
reconnect current volunteers.

e Continued our fundraising efforts with a cornhole tournament, Butts-for-Mutts,
Kitten shower, 100x Surveys, Tattoos for Tails, Giving Tuesday, Pup Crawl,
Christmas Bazaar, Colonial Foundation and Subaru partnerships, and of course,
our Annual Auction.

e Volunteers built 19 dog houses for community members in need.

e On top of our regular intakes, we also worked alongside other area rescues with
a hoarding case of 198 dogs.
